Event Guidelines

Name of Event:  Lenten Breakfast

Date:   March 12th, 2011 @ 9:00 a.m. (Assembly Room)
Number of volunteers: 

1 – 2 Coordinators

1 – 2 purchase paper goods


4 – Approx. for food preparation


1 – Centerpiece per table
This is a suggestion only for the number of volunteers needed. The set-up is usually done by the coordinator(s) and the volunteers who purchased the paper goods and centerpieces.
Overview: The Lenten Breakfast is always held on a Saturday at 9:00 a.m. during the season of Lent.  We begin with communion, served by Chris Belden and, in this case, Diane Ruffle.  Communion is followed by breakfast which is served buffet style.  On occasion we will have a speaker at this event.  Also, a special donation of goods is usually made to Project Protect.  If any hands-on sorting out of these goods needs to be done this will take place after breakfast.  Our budget includes a designated amount to be use to purchase something from their wish list.  In addition, we sometimes ask the women attending to bring along a small, previously determined and announced, donation such as snacks for the children at the shelter or gently used books.
Guidelines:  
The menu is flexible but usually consists of either quiche or some sort of a breakfast casserole; enough to serve the number of women signed up for this event.  Some other accompaniments could include fruit, muffins or rolls, juice, coffee and tea with milk and half & half.  Grape juice and rolls should also be purchased as they will be needed for communion.

The paper goods should be in keeping with the Lent/Easter season and should include table coverings, plates, cutlery, napkins and cups for juice.  Coffee cups may be used from the closet or purchased to match the paper goods.  Round tables are set up with eight chairs at each table and one long table should be sufficient for the buffet depending on how many women are expected to attend.
Centerpieces are usually a small potted flowering spring plant such as mini daffodils, African violets or tulips. They should be kept small so they don’t interfere with conversation across the table.

Since communion will be served it’s a good idea to be in contact with someone from Deacons (hopefully a woman attending the breakfast) for access to the chalices and plates.  Try to have one set on each table but this isn’t absolutely necessary.
